WHAT IS THE SMALL GRANTS SCHEME?





The small grants scheme TOPS has been developed in response to the outcomes of the initial Forum meeting for Teesdale Area Action Partnership where one of the main priorities identified was ‘Support for Older People’.





The overall aim of the grants scheme is to support local groups/organisations working within the Teesdale Area Action Partnership area and in doing so improve the lives of local older people.  Priority will be given to those applications that cover the issues raised at the initial Forum meeting which include; access to services, promotion of services, increased access to local facilities including transport issues and activities for older people





We welcome applications from all voluntary and community groups, and while we would encourage matched funding, we will consider fully funding a project.  Groups can apply on more than one occasion, but one off events e.g. trips or lunches can only be funded once per group. 





The scheme will run until the end of March 2012 or until funding is exhausted.

The minimum grant will be £50 with a maximum of £1500.
